What is Crane Watch?
Crane Watch  was established in 1964 as a group of individuals who were aware of the sporadic appearance of the Whooping Crane along the Eastern Shore.  As this small group of avid bird watchers began to compare siting data, they were surprised at the similarity in dates across various locale.

As a result, the group agreed to meet one weekend each spring and compare their notes.  They each committed to methodically record the place, date and sitings of the Whooping Crane.  Most of these individuals lived along the Eastern Shore where it was easy for them to record rare visits from the Cranes.

From this small group of individuals, Crane Watch Limited was formed in 1989 to assist in the preservation of the Whooping Crane, now an endangered specie in the United States.
