Where is the Eastern Shore?

The Eastern Shore is the name given to the land and islands that border the Atlantic Ocean and Chesapeake Bay.  This land spans the Tidewater of Virginia to the eastern shore of Maryland.

The area is famous for its historic houses and buildings.  There are many historic markers along any of the highways which connect the Eastern Shore.

The islands are also known for their isolated history, customs and dialect.  The pony roundup still occurs each year on Assateague where wild ponies still roam the sand dunes.  The ponies are the descendants of Spanish horses which survived ancient shipwrecks along the coast.  The roundup is an annual affair which draws participants from around the world.

The Chesapeake Bay Bridge Tunnel is one of the wonders of modern highway engineering.  It provides a leisurely drive across the mouth of the Bay from Virginia to Maryland.  It is the longest expanse of bridge and tunnel in the eastern United States.
