3. Name of industries in your ward's area that have been employing minority workers. 
 

4. Zip codes of every attending member so I can search for jobs more accurately need where 
they live since transportation will be a factor. 
 

5. Try to have one church leader or someone computer knowledgeable with a notebook computer 
assigned to a specific needy person.  The leader is to bring to the workshop and be available 
to act as a job coach.
